1. Membership is open to adult males, who been sexually abused, both as children or adults, and to their friends, supporters and advocates, who are active in the identification and eradication of child sexual abuse. 

2. There are currently two forms of membership open

a). Members – For those men who have been sexually abused, and who need the support we offer to all non offending adult male survivors of child sexual abuse and adult sexual assaults/rape.

b). Associate members - partners or family of survivors of sexual abuse/rape, their supporters, advocates or professionals working in the field and who support the Group's aims. Associate membership is purely as a supporter of AMSOSA, and does not entitle you contact with group members, access to group meetings or Helpline sessions.

4. Membership is maintained by an annual subscription due from both members and associates. In cases of hardship, the subscription may be waived, at the discretion of the treasurer.

Purpose
5. To support group members who have been sexually abused either as children or adults.

6. To make contact and work with other similar groups, and organisations contributing to the campaign against child sexual abuse, and to help support and set up new support groups for adult male survivors of sexual abuse/rape.

7. To work towards securing effective legislation to tackle the lack of conviction and mandatory treatment of all sex offenders.

8. To gain adequate funding and support for support groups already set up and meeting the needs of all survivors of sexual abuse/rape
